Photo Tips

Photo Tips for Travelers

Late afternoon light adds a nice glow to
photos

Sometimes the post-vacation rush to get the
photos printed or downloaded ends in
disappointment. Like most skills, taking
good travel photographs takes time and
practice.

"If people work slower and concentrate on
going out to make a photograph, they will be
happier with their images. Travelers should
practice using their equipment before setting
out for their destination. ""A lot of people
take their cameras out at the last moment
and they have no idea if everything is
working."

Kodak's Web site recommends shooting a
12-exposure roll of film and having it
processed before you go. With digital
cameras, make sure your files are
transferring and printing without problems.
Kodak also suggests consulting guide books
and making a list of sites you would like to
shoot.

In terms of equipment, travel light.

Make sure you take enough memory cards if
you're using a digital camera, and
something to download the images onto, if
you want to free up more space. Set your
camera to the desired print size, if that
option is available, or consult the user
manual to determine the best resolution for
your final output.

Lighting conditions

Once you've arrived and identified a
subject, "work the scene" by taking multiple
shots from different angles and perspectives,
Also, consider the light and keep the sun
behind you.

Sometimes getting the shot you want is
worth returning to the spot when the light is



nicer.

"If there's something you really want to get
a nice picture of, make time. Say 'OK, today
at 8 in the morning or 4 in the afternoon I'm
going to go to that place and work it over,
try to get a really good picture of it.

Early morning and late-afternoon light is
not as harsh as it is in the middle of the day.
Also I urges travelers not to shy away from
taking pictures when the weather is not as
fine.

"Inclement weather often makes for really
good pictures because it's dramatic.

I also enjoy taking night photos, bring a
tripod.

Moving in close can give a simple subject
more impact

Many images lack interest because the
photographer was too far away from the
subject.

"People tend to not really think about the
relative size of what their main subject is.
'""We have this saying in photography, 'get
close and then get closer.' "

I suggest steering away from a long lens, if
you have a choice. A shorter lens requires
the photographer to have more interaction
with the subject.

Even if you're photographing a person and
you don't speak the local language, having
some communication often results in a more
interesting photo.

The "bulls eye" effect, or positioning the
subject right in the center of the frame, is
another common compositional problem.
Apply what's known as the rule of thirds by
moving the main subject a third of the way
into the frame. "Think of your frame as a
grid. "Instead of cutting the frame in half,
think of cutting the frame in thirds."

"The last rule is going to be to break all the
rules.

"The great photographers know the rules,
but they also know how and when to break
them."

CREATING A WATERMARK

Create a new document (go to New,
File, Blank File).

Click on the Custom Shape Tool (it’s
the tool underneath the gradient tool)
Press Enter to bring up the Custom
Shape Picker

In the “fly out” menu (») choose
Symbols

Scroll down until you find the

copyright symbol ( )

Press D to bring your foreground
color to black

Drag out the copyright symbol in the
center of your document (press and
hold the shift key to keep the symbol
proportional)

Step two

1.

Press T to get the Horizontal Type
Tool, then type your copyright
information and format the font and
size that you prefer (e.g., Copyright
2008 Claudia Kavanagh)
In the Layers Palette you will now
have 3 layers: on top is the type
layer; in the middle is the symbol
layer; on the bottom is the
background layer
Click M to get the Rectangular
Marquee tool
Click and drag a selection around
your type and copyright symbol
In the Edit menu and chose Define
Brush from Selection
When the Brush Name box appears,
choose a name for your brush that
you will remember (e.g., Copyright
Brush) and click OK



7. Make a note of where your brush is
located (e.g., Default Brushes)
8 Press control-D to deselect

I11. Step four

1. Press B to get the Brush tool

2. Scroll down to find your brush where
you placed it (e.g., Default Brushes),
it should be the last one

3. Open a photograph that you would
like to watermark and create a new
layer above it

4. Click in the new layer to add your
watermark.

5. Change to Opacity to where it looks
best for your photograph

6. Flatten and there you have it!

To further protect your photo, embed your
personal copyright information into the
photo file itself:

1. Under File, choose File Info
2. At Copyright Status, click the pull-
down menu and select Copyrighted
3. In the Copyright Notice box, type
your copyright information, e.g.,
Claudia Kavanagh
2008
All Rights Reserved
4. In the Copyright Info URL, type the
website location where you have your
photograph
placed. Click OK
