! & & & First lesson — Don’t travel with too many

. ' ) we left the laptop and video camera home.
s We were able to watch each other and the
camera, which we would be sharing. Though
I missed the video camera that has nearly
become a part of my body, our vacation was
far less stressful with one checked bag and
one backpack each.
Second lesson — We were delighted to
discover that a number appearing in the



upper right corner of the Canon D20 camera
(looking down at the top where there’s a 72
inch screen) is the number of photos
remaining that can fit on your camera card.
In our case we discovered 900 photos could
be taken on the original card we’d
purchased when buying the camera. Well of
course, we used nearly all of them, but
wouldn’t have needed the both extra cards
we’d purchased.

Third lesson — Beware of the unexpected
ease of moving the camera setting from
automatic to program, especially if program
is set to ISO 1600. Lots of the photos taken
while underway needed a great deal of help
from PhotoShop because we had bumped
the button and created an over exposed
photo. We didn’t see the pictures on a
laptop, nor did we check the histograms, so
seeing those photos for the first time after
the trip was heartrending. The euphoria of
those "Kodak moments' while the boat
moved across the lake overtook our common

sense.

Fourth lesson — Even with a flash extender,
spontaneous shots taken at night aren’t
really possible. Besides the eight people on
the trip, our kids brought their rescued
extremely shy, beautiful mixed breed border
collie, who hid if she caught you looking at
her. At each beaching of the craft, she
bounded ashore and watched us from
behind greenery or atop beautiful red rocks,
becoming a focal point of contrast in all
kinds of light. Silhouettes were often the

Fifth lesson — Either zoom in towards the
scene or fold back the sun shield to avoid
capturing a tunnel effect in the best instance
or a candidate for cropping in all others.

Sixth lesson — September is a wonderful time
to vacation on Lake Powell. We were one of
eight boat rentals for the week out of Bull

Frog Marina.

All other park rental locations are closed for
the season. The experience of everyone using
the carts provided to unload cars and trek
down to the dock (we needed three for each
of our four cars to carry supplies for the
week) became a logjam at 7:30 am. We
could only imagine the scenario during the
season when all houseboats, including the
huge flotilla of private houseboats,
powerboats and other water toys were
heading out onto the lake. Finding sufficient



beach for parking the boat each day of our
travels was difficult but doable, often by
moving on farther than we would have
liked.

Seventh and final major lesson — Gasoline
needs to be replaced with a much cheaper
fuel. Refilling the houseboat and 19-foot
powerboat we’d rented cost $730, thankfully
split three ways. Was the trip worth the
challenges? You bet! The weather was
incredible, sunshine daily, temperatures in
the 70s and 80s, water cool and inviting and
one awe inspiring thunderstorm at night.

Would you like to display your photos on
the web, but don’t want to pay for a
website? Do you worry about storing your
photos? I have two solutions!

1 — Weebly.com, a website featured on Time
magazine’s 50 top websites of the year, will
let you set up your own site for no charge —
and they don’t add advertising! It’s easy to
do and they offer many design elements.
Check out my site — ckphoto.weebly.com to
see how it looks. (Oh, and send me a
comment from the site if you’d like.)

2 — Winkflash.com is a company I use to
make all of my prints. They do an excellent
job and print just exactly what you send
them (no surprising adjustments). Prices
are great, although shipping is a bit slow
occasionally. One great option they offer is
unlimited storage space! That’s right, if you
have just 1 photo to store or a 1,000, they’ll
do it for free! They will also let you use the
high-resolution option for no extra charge.
Other storage websites charge a fee, plus
and extra fee for high resolution.

I travel a lot and now I can open any of my
photos in Photoshop, Elements or whatever



and work on them wherever I may be. I
don’t have to worry about computer
crashes, memory usage, or carrying around
CDs/DVDs, memory sticks, hard drives, etc.
(although I always backup my pics on
memory sticks).
